1. Abbeydale  Glugg   4.2% (GF) American IPA 

Inspired by the Yule Lads of Iceland, the next of our Mythical Creatures 

series is hopped with Belma and Cashmere. Delicate melon flavours 

meet a spicey, earthy character. 

 

2. Brew York  Fairytale of Brew York 4.9%   Milk Stout 

Walnut Whip Milk Stout – A velvety, festive delight. Rich chocolate malts 

swirl with roasted walnuts with a whisper of smooth vanilla, conjuring 

memories of crackling fires and holiday cheer.  

 

3. Anspach & Hobday The Pfeffernusse Stout 6.0%  Stout  

Based on the German biscuit of the same name, the Pfeffernusse Stout 

brings together a rich, malty stout with the perfect blend of festive 

spice.   

 

4. Brewsters  Winter Draws On  4.0%  Brown  

A mid amber beer with some roast malt for balance and a mix of US & 

NZ aromatic hops for a pleasant fruity brew.  

 

5. Tiny Rebel  Tinselmisu   4.4%  Stout V 

This one’s simple and delicious. Tiramisu meets Stout. 

  

6. Yates   Midknight Porter  5.2%  Stout 

A Winter blend of Pumpkin and spice – delicious!  

  

7. Yates   Yule be Sorry  7.2%  Dark  

A very dark Winter Ale prepared using pale and roasted malts with 

torrified wheat and three hops to give a rich full bodied beer.  

 

8. Yates   Santas Ale   4.9%  Golden  

Amber coloured ale with a slightly toasted sweet malty finish 

complimented with a hint of cinnamon. 

 

9. Yates   Dark Side of the Wight 5.0%  Dark 

A ruby ale with malty milk chocolate at first in the nose, then plenty of 

orange fruit. It is bitter, malty and roasted to taste, with a perfumed 

bitter orange notes always present. Bitter, roasted, perfumed finish. 

  

10. Goddards  Puncheon Porter  5.0%  Stout  

This is as close as you will get to what is regarded as a traditional 

porter. It is robust and silky smooth, with an intense depth of flavour.
